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Admissions decisions cannot be appealed by challenging academic judgements made on
an application, where the decision can be shown to have been reached fairly and in
accordance with published criteria. However, if an applicant believes that their
application has not been dealt with fairly in accordance with the Admissions Policy or
believes that University procedures have not been followed properly, then they can
contact the relevant Admissions Office in the first instance and raise an Informal
Complaint. If a complaint is not resolved informally, the applicant may submit a Formal
Complaint, which will be considered by the Head of Admissions and Outreach. The Head
of Admissions and Outreach’s decision on an admissions appeal or complaint is final, and
there is no further procedure within the University for such cases to be reviewed.
Further details on complaints timelines and procedures can be found in the Applicant
Appeals, Complaints and Feedback policy document.
